and Mrs. Gold opened the first 
99 Cents Only store on August 
13, 1987 in Los Angeles CA.

Eleventh grader Hannah Hannah 
MoreauMoreau says she is disappoint-
ed that the store is closing be-
cause “people with lower in-
comes buy their groceries from 
there because groceries are 
expensive everywhere else.”

With the increasing cost of 
items and inflation, peo-
ple who look towards the 99 
Cents Only Store are unable 
to purchase these items. The 
99 Cent Only Store has been 
very reliable over the past 
few decades for those who 
were unable to afford high 
price items or for people who 
need to buy large quantities 
of things for a lower price.

The discount store 99 Cents 
Only will be going out of 
business as of June 5th 2024. 
There will be over 370 stores 
closing across California, Ne-
vada, Arizona and Texas. All 
stores will be closing due to 
inflation, customers demand 
and financial struggles due 
to the Covid-19 pandemic.

The 99 Cents Only Store was 
founded by Dave Gold. He 
first inherited a liquor store 
in downtown Los Angeles in 
the 1960’s. Gold decided to 
run a test selling wine for only 
99 cents. After the test was 
proven successful he thought 
it would be a good idea to 
start selling everything in the 
store for 99 cents. Whenever 
he would sell merchandise for 
over 99 cents, nothing ever 
sold out. But as soon as he 
would put the 99 cent sign on 
anything, it would be sold out 

feel disadvantaged in prepara-
tion and payment for the exams. 
Lynn Hwang, a junior preparing 
to take the AP exams, expressed 
concerns rather than confidence 
towards the new implementa-
tion. “Personally, I am against 
online testing because I feel like 
I work better with paper.

While agreeing with the needs of 
reduction related to costs, some 
students showed satisfaction 
and hopeful outlooks towards 
online exams. Junior Shamik-
ta Sureshraj explained through 
online practice exams, there are 
more benefits because of the 
tools that are included in the sys-
tem. “I feel like having it online 
there are benefits––you don’t 
have to flip over pages to look 
back at the passages for English 
especially, and the stikethrough 
tool is very helpful to eliminate 
answers, being not as confusing 

education is moving, but I don’t 
think everyone performs equal-
ly on a digital platform. Pro-
grams like AP Classroom and 
the SAT are digital, so there will 
be some familiarity for some 
students with it, but I think there 
are students who prefer pen-to-
paper writing and like to have 
that tactile artifact while they 
take a test because it’s familiar.”

With most of the AP exam 
practices being held physically 
with paper and pen before the 
change, most students prepared 
for the exam by reading physi-
cal papers and writing with pens 
and pencils. Taylor asserts, “I 
think we’re going to be more in-
tentional by doing more digital 
practice rather than pen-to-pa-
per practice. Though I think the 
content and the skills on how 
we deliver the curriculum will 
be the same, it will just be the 
actual practicing of those skills 
at least for AP lang now, just 
transitioning to digital practice.”

As AP tests changed to online 
beginning this year, students 
raised various opinions towards 
the unexpected modification. 
With the expeditious changes 
in the system, some students 

as before. Experiencing these 
changes, I think it’s the begin-
ning that is challenging, but as 
we go into the future, these re-
sources become very useful and 
comfortable, and will eventual-
ly become easier for everyone.”

Students and teachers anticipate 
big changes in the AP testing 
environment and preparation 
process following the College 
Board’s recent announcement 
that six AP tests will be available 
digitally starting in 2024. Both 
educators and students will ex-
perience benefits and drawbacks 
as a result of the rapid changes in 
educational platforms brought 
forth by improved technology. 
With change being inevitable, it 
is important to accept the shift 
and move on by strengthening 
ourselves to prepare for bigger 
switches awaits us in the future.

For the sixth year in a row, Boys

In Jordan’s seventh season with 
the Bulls he was able to get his 
first ring in 1991 with the help 
of Hall of Famer Small Forward 
Scottie Pippen, and followed 
that achievement with titles 
in 1992 and 1993, securing a 
three-peat. It took Lebron elev-
en seasons until the star was 
able to win his first two cham-
pionships, 2012 and 2013. Leb-
ron was able to win back to back 
championships with the help of 
Hall of Famers, Guard Dwayne 
Wade, Shooting Guard Ray 
Allen, and Center Chris Bosh. 

Jordan then achieved another 
three-peat winning in 96, 97, 
and 1998 with Hall of Fam-
ers Forward Dennis Rodman, 
Scottie Pippen, and super-
star Steve Kerr, this team is 
considered to be one of the 
greatest in NBA history. Jor-
dan then retired the next sea-
son ending the Bulls dynasty. 

Going back to where he all 
started it, Lebron won his third 
ring with the Cleveland Cava-
liers fighting the Golden State 
Warriors with the best NBA 
record of All time, 73-9. Steph 
Curry and the Warriors domi-
nated the Cavaliers in the first 
4 games leading 3-1 in the se-
ries, Lebron James, Kevin Love, 
and a young Kyrie Irving then 
did the impossible and made 
history, being the first team 
in NBA history to come back 
from a 3-1 deficit in the Finals. 

Four years later in the 2019-
2020 season,  Lebron and the 

For years Michael Jordan 
had been officially known as 
the greatest basketball play-
er of all time, with six cham-
pionships, six Final MVP’s, 
five NBA MVPs, was a four-
teen time NBA ALL STAR, 
nine time NBA All-Defen-
sive First Team, and ten time 
ALL-NBA First Team. That was 
before star Lebron James en-
tered the league back in 2003. 

Fresh out of high school Leb-
ron James was the first pick 
in the 2003 NBA draft and 
was selected by The Cleveland 
Cavaliers. Lebron averaged 
20.9 points per game, 5.9 assist 
per game, and 5.5 rebounds 
per game in his rookie year, 
but Cleveland failed to make 
it to the playoffs. Lebron won 
the Rookie of the Year award. 

In Jordan’s rookie year, he av-
eraged 28.2 points per game, 
6.5 rebounds per game, and 
5.9 assists per game, leading 
The Chicago Bulls to the play-
offs but lost to The Milwaukee 
Bucks in the first round. Jor-
dan was selected to play in his 
first All-Star game, and won 
the Rookie of the Year award.

Jordan outscored Lebron his 
rookie year in points and re-
bounds while making the All-
Star game in his rookie year, 
something Lebron failed to do. 
Although Jordan was 21, and 
had three years of college expe-
rience at North Carolina where 
he won a College Champion-
ship, before entering the league. 

Lebron came straight out of 
high school to the NBA at only 

Los Angeles Lakers beat the 
Miami Heat in the Final, even 
with the COVID shut down, 
securing the fourth ring of his 
career. On February seventh, 
2023 Lebron surpassed Kareem 
Abdul Jabbar for the All-Time 
Scoring Leader, and current-
ly is the only NBA player to 
ever score 40,000+ points leav-
ing Jordan at fifth All-Time. 

Sophomore Varsity Basket-
ball Player Tynoa AllenTynoa Allen places 
Lebron as his NBA G.O.A.T. 
and said, “I grew up watch-
ing him, he has been an in-
spiration and after he took 
the all-time scoring title pass-
ing Kareem, it was clear he 
is the greatest of all time.”

Lebron achieved his third ring 
in thirteen seasons, fell behind 
Jordan who won three rings 
in his ninth season, and then 
proceeded to win three more 
in three years leaving Leb-
ron trailing. Jordan who is 6-0 
in the NBA Finals surpasses 
Lebron who has been in the 
finals ten times and has only 
won four of his finals series.

The Lakers being a first round 
exit, losing the series 4-1 against 
the former NBA champs the  
Denver Nuggets, concluding 
Lebron’s 21st season in the NBA 
and bringing up the question, is 
Lebron going to finally retired.
